
 When preparing your 

program, consider each 

of the ‘zones’ and how 

they will best work in 

your context. 
You may like to mix up 

the order in which you 

do the ‘zones’. You 

will, however, need 

to remember the 

‘Welcome Zone’ needs 

to start the session, 

 the ‘Zone In’ section 

needs to follow the  

‘God Zone’, and the  

‘Beyond the Zone’  

happens at home. 

 PLAY a red-themed game. 
Using red balloons, play the waddle race where kids place a balloon between their 
legs and race to finish line. If they drop their balloon, they go back to the start. 

 HAVE a ‘red’ treasure hunt where you hide red coloured items around the room, such 
as red lolly frogs, red apples, red cherry tomatoes, chocolate bars in red wrapping 
such as KitKats.

 TELL the jokes on page 2 to your class and see how many answers they can guess.

 DECORATE cupcakes or biscuits with red icing or provide ‘red’ snacks such as 
watermelon and strawberries, to keep with the theme of the Red Shield Appeal.

  MAKE Oliver’s cool red cushion on page 11. 
You could streamline the craft by pre-drawing the heart on the fabric, ready for the 
children to do the cutting and knotting.

 READ Samuel’s mega puzzle on page 14.

 CHAT about some of the ways your corps is raising money for the appeal.
