
 When preparing your 

program, consider each 

of the ‘zones’ and how 

they will best work in 

your context. 
You may like to mix up 

the order in which you 

do the ‘zones’. You 

will, however, need 

to remember the 

‘Welcome Zone’ needs 

to start the session, 

 the ‘Zone In’ section 

needs to follow the  

‘God Zone’, and the  

‘Beyond the Zone’  

happens at home. 

 START the session by reading the comic on pages 4 and 5.
You could add to the birthday theme by having a cake, balloons or playing a party 
game.

For ease of assembly, pre-make the custard. Explain to the children what SAO stands 
for (it’s mentioned in the feature!).
