
 When preparing your 

program, consider each 

of the ‘zones’ and how 

they will best work in 

your context. 
You may like to mix up 

the order in which you 

do the ‘zones’. You 

will, however, need 

to remember the 

‘Welcome Zone’ needs 

to start the session, 

 the ‘Zone In’ section 

needs to follow the  

‘God Zone’, and the  

‘Beyond the Zone’  

happens at home. 

 YOUNGER children may enjoy playing ‘Doggy, Doggy, Where’s Your Bone?’ 
The children sit in a circle. One stands in the corner and counts to 10. While the child is 
counting, one of the children in the circle is given a bone cut out of paper to sit on. All 
the children chant: “Doggy, Doggy, where’s your bone? Somebody took it from your 
home. Guess who?” The child has three guesses of which child it is. Then the cycle 
continues until everyone has had a turn. You could add a cat version with a fish cut 
out of paper, too. “Kitten, Kitten, where’s your fish? Someone took it from your dish. 
Guess who?”

 PLAY the ‘Would You Rather’ game on page 3.

 DECORATE the cupcakes on page 10. 
If you like, you could get the children to keep a note of what their answers are in 
the ‘Would You Rather’ game and they can decorate their cupcakes as a cat or dog 
according to which animal they chose the most answers for.

 LOOK at the feature on pages 8 and 9 and fill it in. 
For children who don’t have their own pets to put into the profile, suggest they profile 
a friend’s pet or a pet they would like to have.

 CREATE Oliver’s cat/dog stationery holder on page 11.

 READ the message at the bottom of the page.

 READ Samuel’s mega puzzle on page 14.

 CHAT about how we can become the best versions of ourselves for God (Ephesians 
2:10) by wanting to be his friend, learning about him, praying, reading the Bible and 
trusting in him.

 PRAY: Thank you God that you have made us unique and wonderful.

 DO the wordsearch.

 READ the story on pages 4 and 5.

 CHAT about why it’s silly to compare pets.

 CHAT about whether they think it’s a good idea to compare themselves with others.
How do they feel if they compare themselves with someone who they think is better at 
doing something than them? If they think someone is better than them at basketball 
or art, does it mean they should stop playing or painting? Of course not! What 
should they do? Do they think God compares everyone? Remind them that God has 
made everyone different. Read the message of the story again, with the Galatians 
verse “look at your own work to see if you have done anything to be proud of” and 
encourage them to think of things they have done well and can be proud of – such as 
helping others, being kind etc.

 GIVE OUT the ‘Beyond the Zone’ cards and read through the activities.
